SMALLWOOD MARLINS SWIM TEAM

Attention parents and guardians:  Have you considered having your children join a summer swim team?  Our swim team, the Smallwood Village Aquatic Club (SVAC) Marlins is one of the best in the area.  The team is a member of the Prince-Mont Swim League (PMSL) and is managed and supported entirely by parent volunteers.

The Smallwood Marlins swim team practices 5 days a week and takes children from ages 6 to 18 years old.  We also have a Jr. Marlins team for 4- to 6-year-olds who want to become part of a swim team, but are not quite ready for the full swim team regimen.  The Jr. Marlins practice three days each week (MWF) and have mini-meets during the Marlins home meets on Saturday mornings.  All the children have the opportunity to be part of a team, compete against swimmers their own age from other area pools, and enjoy a summer full of swimming and social events.

Tables will be set up at the pool for Marlins swim team information and registration during the SVSC pool registration times:  May 19 (6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.), May 21 (11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.), May 25 and 27 (6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.), and May 28 (11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.)  Marlins swim team registration fees were not increased this year and remain $75 for the first child, $55 for the second child, $35 for the third child and $15 for every child thereafter.  Jr. Marlins registration fee is $60.
New Marlins swimmer evaluations will be held during the first week of practice starting on May 31st (5:00 p.m. – 7:00 p.m.) and Jr. Marlins evaluations will be held during their first week of practice starting on June 6th (5:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m.)  This year, the season will end after the All-Star meet on July 30th.  We are currently looking for parent volunteers to fill several vacant positions on the SVAC Marlins Board of Directors.  Thank you for your interest.
