Morning practices begin this Thursday, June 17th for all Marlins swimmers (Advanced: 7:30-9:00am, 
Intermediate: 9:00-10:00am, Novice/Young: 10:00-10:45am).  If you don’t know which of the three practice sessions 
you are in, please see Coach Debbie or Coach Lindsey and they will let you know. 
 

Jr. Marlins morning practices begin Friday, June 18th at 9:30am for Jr. Marlins swimmers. Please note that this is 
an earlier time than last year. 
 

June 12th Time trials:  We should be very proud of our swimmers and their efforts at the time trials.  The Coaches were 
able to see what a great group of swimmers they have on the team.  If the time trials are any indication of what is to 
follow, this should be a very exciting season.  A special thanks to all the parents and guardians who volunteered at the 
time trials.   
  

On Saturday, June 19th, we have our first dual meet of the season against Kingfish Swim Club (KSC) at our pool.   
Reminder: You must check off the ABSENT box next to your name in the list on the coaches swim team cart by the 
end of practice on the Wednesday before the meet or write it in the coaches' notebook that you will not be swimming 
at Saturday's meet.  It is expected that every swimmer will be there unless otherwise indicated in writing.   
  

Smallwood swimmers should be at the pool by 7:20am for check-in. Warm-ups will begin 7:30am and end at 7:50am.  
The meet will begin promptly at 8:30am.   We need all setup volunteers at the pool no later than 6:15am ready to work in 
order to be fully set up and ready for warm-ups at 7:30am.   Jr. Marlins parents please have your swimmers at the pool by 
10:45am.  Jr. Marlins should swim somewhere between 11:15am and 12:00pm.  Swimmers check the bulletin board 
Friday for the events you are seeded to swim at the meet.   
 

Parent Meet and Snack Bar Volunteers:  Please check the volunteer list on the swim team board and fill in those 
vacant positions.  We ask that all set-up volunteers arrive at the pool by 6:15am.  All meet volunteers and officials are 
required to sign in at the officials table before 8:00 am.   
 

Eat lunch at Three Brothers in the Waldorf Marketplace (Off Rt. 228 next to Five-Below) after the Kingfish meet 
and raise funds for the team!  Our sponsor, Three Brothers, will write a check to the swim team for 15% of their intake 
from our patronage after the all the swim meets during the 2010 season!  We will also hand out ribbons during lunch.  
When you purchase your meal, be sure to tell the cashier you are a member of the Smallwood swim team. 
  
Upcoming Events: Team and individual pictures on June 30th. Individual pictures will be taken between 7:30 and 
8:45am and we will take the team picture promptly at 9:00am.  All Jr. Marlins will be included in the full team picture at 
9:00am and will have an additional Jr. Marlins only team picture taken after the full team picture at ~ 9:20am.   
 

Birth certificates for your swimmer should be on file with us to verify your child’s age.  If you have not provided a 
copy of your child’s birth certificate, please bring a copy to the pool during practice and leave it with one of the board 
members.  You will be notified by Email if we do not have your child’s birth certificate.  
 

Please check the swim-team board regularly for additional information.  The board is located directly in front of the 
Guard Shack.  The weekly meet and snack bar volunteer lists will be posted on the board.  Please check the lists and sign 
up to fill any volunteer vacancies in both lists.   When important information needs to be passed on to our members, the 
bulletin board & Email are our best form of communication, so be sure and check them frequently.
